MATTHEW: 5:1-12 
In the Gospel from Matthew, Jesus sat down with His disciples and taught the crowd the 
lesson of the Beatitudes.  The Beatitudes depict the countenance of Jesus Christ and 
portray His love.  They are a call to each of us to be a reflection, however imperfect, of 
our Savior and Lord: Jesus Christ.  They are the actions and attitudes which are 
characteristic of a life lived in Jesus Christ.  They are the promises that sustain hope 
amid the tribulations of our lives.  We are all called to the vocation of love in this life; a 
calling to be holy and near to God. 
The Church is the community of the faithful, both those live now and those who have 
gone before us and now live in the presence of God in perfect happiness and joy.  We 
pray to them, and they pray for us.  We are all called to be Saints and to join the faithful 
in heaven.  Our Lord Jesus died on the cross to make this possible for all who have faith 
in Him.  We are all called in this live to be imperfect but real reflections of the person of 
Jesus Christ.  This is the vocation of all Christians. 
Jesus Christ knows that we are imperfect and struggle every day to be the person He 
intends us to be in this life.  It is for this reason, that He gives us His Church.  In the 
Church we are fed by the Word of God, and we are nourished by His Holy Sacraments.  
In the Holy Eucharist, Jesus Christ gives us His very-self, He gives us His Body and Blood 
in order that we may reflect the image of God.  In the words of Jesus Christ, ‘Rejoice and 
be glad, for your reward will be great in heaven.
